Coding Clarification: Reporting Observation Care - Initial, Subsequent, and
Discharge Services

Although the reporting of observation care services has been previously discussed, this overview is provided to assist users with understanding
the intent and use of the Subsequent Observation Care codes (99224-09226) as they relate to initial observation care (99218-99220), discharge
(99217), and observation care admission and discharge on the same date (99234-99235).

CPT Hospital Observation Services codes (99217-99220, 99224-00226, 99234-99236) are used to report Evaluation and Management (E/M)
services provided to patients designated or admitted as "observation status” in a hospital. These patients are to be "observed" to determine
whether they should be admitted to the hospital, transferred to another facility, or sent home. Not all hospitals have a specific area designated
for observation patients. The patient need not be located in an observation area designated by the hospital but must be designated/admitted as
observation status. If such an area does exist in @ hospital (as a separate unit in the hospital, in the emergency department, etc), these codes
are to be utilized should the patient be placed in such an area.

Coding Tip

Observation encounters provided by physicians other than the supervising (admitting) physician may be reported using Office or Other
Outpatient Consultation codes (99241-99245), or Subsequent Observation Care codes (99224-99226). "Observation status" is considered an
"putpatient" service even though the services are performed in a hospital.

Due to shifts in practice, it is increasingly common that observation services are provided on days subsequent to the initial service. Since
inpatient services must meet payer and hospital-specific inpatient admission criteria, subsequent day observation services codes have been
established in response te an increase in the number of observation services that extend beyond the initial day of service. The new series of
subsequent observation care codes allow the reporting of extended observation care services. As indicated in the descriptor language, all levels
of subsequent observation care include the performance of at least 2 of the 3 key components. Also included is the review of the medical record,
results of diagnostic studies, and changes in the patient's status (ie, changes in history, physical condition, and response to management) since
the last assessment by the physician.
